Trusting obedience is the most fundamental and challenging, because everything else (the other virtues) flows 

from it. It requires us to submit both our emotions and reasoning faculties to the divine will. Abandonment to di-

vine providence, the given title of a spiritual classic by Fr. Jean Pierre de Caussaude, S.J., was the source of 

strength and the defining attribute of Mary and Joseph.  

 When feelings and appearances seem to contradict divine providence, we are faced with core religious 

choices, which we often make imperfectly. Mary and Joseph merit our reverence for the way they hoped against 

hope (cf. Rom 4:18) and trusted that with God all things are possible, and that (despite appearances!) everything 

ultimately works for good (cf. Gen 50:20; Rom 8:28).  

 One of the main inspirations for devotion to the Holy Family is their trusting obedience, which recalls the 

fundamental and primordial temptation associated with the tree of knowledge of good and evil. We can follow our 

base instincts and drives (cf. Gen 3:6; 1 Jn 2:16) in their various affective, sensual, and intellectual (pride, ambi-

tion) dimensions, or we can take God at His word and act accordingly, while accepting the consequences.  When 

we recall that Mary and Joseph acted in complete freedom, like Jesus, we are awed by the responsibility and 

confidence God has bestowed on humans.  

 St. Joseph was chaste in initially refusing to go forward in what appeared to him as an illicit union. As 

much as he loved Mary, God's law came first, and as his merciful choice made clear, the two were complemen-

tary, rather than divergent, ends (love of God, neighbor, and self; cf. Mt 22:39). Catholic tradition proclaims the 

perpetual virginity of Mary. St. Joseph, a virile Hebrew man, chose to comply.. Their choice and acceptance of 

celibacy, for undisclosed reasons, was enabled by the same Source of grace that is available to us. We need to 

dispose ourselves to these through prayer, sacrifice, and self-control in order to avoid conformity to our permis-

sive culture.  When we are discouraged by the many internal and external obstacles to chastity, we can find in-

spiration and consolation in the realization that Jesus, Mary, and Joseph encountered and overcame even more 

challenging obstacles, and thus can intercede for us when we fall short (cf. Heb 4:15-16; 7:25).
