Fr. Kenôs Weekly Message ï April 16, 2023 

Dear Parish Family, 
 In 2001, Saint John Paul II formally instituted the feast day 
of Divine Mercy to be celebrated in all Churches throughout the 
world on the Sunday after Easter fulfilling the request our Lord 
shared with St. Faustina; ñI desire that the first Sunday after Easter 
be the Feast of Mercy.ò And the title of St. John Paul IIôs homily on 
that Divine Mercy Sunday was ñDivine Mercy: The Easter Giftò. 
 Indeed, Divine Mercy is an Easter gift.  In fact, it is in our 
encounter with Jesus as Divine Mercy that we encounter the     
burning love for you and for me that compelled Jesus to be faithful 
to his mission of salvation for which He was sent into our world. 
 One of the best definitions of mercy Iôve come across is by 
Father James Keenan, he defines Mercy as ñthe willingness to enter 
the chaos of others to answer them in their needò.  
 I love this definition because the message of Easter is   
Mercy, it is THE story of God continuously entering into the chaos 
of our lives to affirm us in our need.  And what greater need do we 
have than to be restored to the life with God for which we were 
created.   
 Our dearly beloved Saint Pope John Paul II wrote his last 
and final statement from his death bed, and asked it to be read to 
the whole world on Divine Mercy Sunday of 2005;   

"As a gift to humanity, which sometimes seems bewildered and 
overwhelmed by the power of evil, selfishness, and fear, the Risen 
Lord offers His love that pardons, reconciles, and reopens hearts to 
love.  It is love that converts hearts and gives peace. 
How much the world needs to understand and accept Divine 
Mercy!  

 Jesus said to St. Faustina ñProclaim that mercy is the  
greatest attribute of God.  All the works of My hands are crowned 
with Mercy and mankind will not have peace until it turns with 
trust to My mercy.ò 
 May we always have faith to trust and accept and proclaim 
the Easter gift of Divine Mercy no matter the chaos we may find 
ourselves in. 
  And please know, that as I embark with some of our sisters 
and brothers tomorrow on a 9-day pilgrimage to Poland, visiting 
and praying at some of their most important and sacred churches 
and shrines, including St. Faustinaôs tomb and the Shrine of Divine 
Mercy, I will be carrying you and your intentions with me in my 
heart.
